pan)’ Kxirndi It* Heal® Its Men 

Are the Flmt lot'omc Out. 

The demand of the coke operatives, 
outside of those of the Frick company, 
for a uniform wage scRle waB not con- 
ceded by tlie operator* although it was 
coupled with the threat that a strike 
would be Hie result on February 1 if It. 
was not granted. But that day came 
anti went and, reports to the contrary 
notwithstanding, at no plant was there a 
complete cessation of wink, which was 
no fnuH of the labor leaders; for they 
did everything In their power to get. the 
men to come out. Mass m eting were 
neld Wednesday at Redstone, Jimtown, 
Alice, and at Slump's station, on the 
Sewickley branch. But the attendance 
at no one of these was such as to show 
that the workers were united snd would 
strike as one man if on the following 
Friday their demands were ignored. 

Tile liveliest gathering of the day was 
probably that at tile Alice works ot tlte 
Schoonmakercompany. When the vis 
i ors, in a hotly, headed by Joint Mc- 
L'dn and Mike Dlstiiel, the well known 
labor leaders, approached tlte company’s 
ground on the railroad track, Supt. 
Wilson met and warned them to keep 
away. There was a great ileal oftalking 
done hut the peace was not disturtied by 
any overt act. McLain, who Is a very 
stick talking little irishman, wanted to 
go up to the store to have a word with 
some of tlte Alice men, they being idle 
as it was a lay-off day. He gave as his 
"hje> t for wanting to go that he was 
dying for a smoke. The plan worked 
to perfection and Jolmuy got his tobies 
and saw his men. 

Resolutions were adopted to the effect 
that the demand for a scale must be com- 
plied with, or a lockout would follow. 
The Indifference with which the opera 
tors received tilts ultimatum is well 
shown by the statement of one of Hie 
number, J. W. Moore, who said: 
“I-et the men strike. I will be here 
when they come straggling back asking 
for work. They get all the money there 
i- in the coke business now, and we cer 
•••lily cannot afford to pay them more. 

IfH.C. Frick cares to pay $1 35, well 
and good. He Is a gentleman. He has 
large steel rail interests; his eoke is sold 
on contract tor $1 35, and lie is not com 
pelled to go out Into an uncertain market 
is we are to sell our coke. We shall see 
in the end who 1s right.” Mr. Frick 
was seen, but positively relused to talk 
on the subject. It was charged that he 
is attempting to “stir up a strike in the 
region;” but when this report was men 
tlotted to him he merely laughed, and 
said It was too ridiculous to deny. 

if the coke operators are not standing 
together neither are the unions of their 
men. Secretary Mul!iu,of the N. I’. U„ 
declined to act with a joint committee 
from the Knights of Labor and the Na 
tional Trades Assembly 135, and his dec- 
lination caused the committee to send out 
tins statement over their names: “We 
feel ourselves constrained to say lhatany 
resort to a strike under conditions that 
prevent co operation and a general action 
on Hie part of tlte men would only result 
in disaster, and, feeling that tlte men are 
jtt-tly entitled to a uniform price equiv- 
alent to tlte Frick scale, do urge upon 
the men to remove all obstacles ton 
hearty co-operation of all of labor’s 
forces, and in pursuance of tills object 
hereby call a convention of delegates to 
ueei in Scottdale on Saturday, February 

9, at 10 a. lit. One delegate from each 
card and one from each mine shall be 
entitled to a voice and vote in said con 
veuth n. We earnestly hope that this 
•■all wil. be responded to by all whose 
interests are at slake, for until such is 
i lie case no promise of success can be 
held out to the workers, and we appeal 
to you, as thinking, Intelligent workmen, 
to place tlte responsibility where it be 
ongs.” 

The question of calling the Frick men 
mt, loo, although their scale had been 
xtemled by General Superintendent 

by licit, hail been held under advisement 
hy Hie labor leaders for some time. Some 
of them favored the plan that would 
allow toe Frick works to run while Hie 
uieu at all tlte oilier works would strike

Standard miners was held late Sunday 
eveiilng and tlte subject was discussed in 
a half dozen different tongues, the com 
mliiee from the Donnelly works ol the 
McClure Coke Company being present. 
A vote showed that tlte majority of those 
present favored a strike at once. Tlte 
uieu were then all notified and the work- 
were idle yesterday, as were those at 
Donnelly, Mammoth and Leith, tlte 
haulers at the last named place coming 
nut lor the reinstatement of discharged 
•lieu. 

This morning some of the ovens at 
S audurd are being drawu, but there are 
no diggers at work, and it Is feared the 
company will cluse tlte plant dowu In- 
definitely, At Donnelly tiiieeu men 
weie discharged yesterday, and the hat 
mice returned to work, but they are nut 
tuts morning again.

THE FIRST CEREMONY OF THP KIND 
PERFORMED IN MT. PLEASANT.

rael From K|(y|it'ii Bondage. 

On Thursday evening last at 6 o'clock 
at the West Main street residence of Mr.’ 
S. Marks, Mr. Myer Goldman, of this 
place, was married to Miss Masliie 
Fraiokul, of Pittsburg, the ceremony 
being performed by Rabbi Alter, of Pitts- 
burg, in Hie presence of probably a score 
of guests, the immediate friends of the 
bride and grooui from Pittsburg, Manor 
mid Mt. Pleasant. This was the first 
Hebrew wedding ever celebrated in this 
town. 

Tlte rites, conforming throughout 
witli the Mosaic law, began with four ol 
Hie male guests holding aloft iu Hie cen- 
ter of the room a large snd heavily 
woven fabric. This cloth was rectangu- 
lar iu form and had beneath it a gold 
embossed star, wl It a ring at each corner 
in which were the tops of Hie four posts 
tiy which it was suspended hy the hold- 
ers.

I-rael in their wanderings through the 
wilderness after having been freed by 
Moses from tlte bondage of Egypt. Be- 
neath this covering Hie Rabbi took his 
stand ji at as the hands of Hie clock 
pointed to the hour of six. as is the He 
brew custom, himself as well as all the 
male guests wearing their hats. Messrs. 
Chits. Webber, of this place, and 8. II. 
Smith, of Manor, with lighted candles iu 
their Intuits, tlien escorted the groom, 
one on either side, to position immedi- 
ately in front of tlte Rabbi, who pro- 
nounced a abort prayer in Hebrew. 

The attendants then passed to an ad- 
joining room where the handsomely 
dressed bride was awaiting them, she 
being attended by Mrs. Webber and Mrs 
Smith, tlte wives of the groom's best 
men, tlie ancient rite requiring that 
tiiose who thus wait shall be married.

In a Careful Review of Many 

morelauder®' Reutlments. 

A commissioner of the Pittsburg Dis- 
patch, who is making a careful canvass 
by counties in quest of tlie general sen 
timent of tlie people of this slate on the 
prohibitory amendment resolution ques- 
tion, has this to say of this county: 
Westmoreland will bo watched with in- 
terest, both by liquor and temperance 
voters. At present both are claiming it. 
I will let her own citizens make cam- 
paign predictions, but it is worth while 
noting that not only do five out of the 
seven interviews given below agree that 
tbe June election will be close in West- 
moreland, but the very first man inter- 
viewed was a leader of tbe temperanct- 
forces, and he, before all others, regards 
the county as pretty eveitiy divided. 

Local option was adopted in West- 
moreland in 1S73 by 715 majority. Then 
Hie population there was about 60,000. 
By titu census of 1880 litis had increaseu 
to 78,000. Now it is believed to be ai 
least 100,000. In olher words, there are 
■10,000 more people in the comity than 
when local option was voted upon. 

This iuflux of population lias come 
wilh Hie development of the coal and 
coke industries. The foreign element 
predominates in this labor class, there 
being probably 3,000 Hungarians at the 
cuke ovens wito cannot vote, and thou 
sands of I alians, irishmen. Swedes and 
Englishmen in tlie coal mines who can 
yote. But few of these alienB were here 
when local option brought the question 
of license or no license before tlie people 
for a popular yote. What influence they 
will now have in the question remains 
to be seen. 

These labor interests lie in the south- 
ern part ot the county. Tlte northern 
part is a ri< h agricultural region. The 
I’euusy I vania Railroad runs east and 
west through tlie center of the coutiiy. 
L is a significant fact that nurih of the 
railroad to-day there is not a single li- 
censed place for tbe sale of liquors. All 
the liceuscs granted are south of the 
railroad. And the hulk of tlie couuiy’s 
population seems to be south of the rail- 
road. This tact would seem to bo made 
doubly important by ibis canvass, winch 
lias tii no far developed that Fayette 
county, which bounds Westmoreland on 
the south, iB doubtful on the amendment 
issue, and Armstrong and Indiana coun- 
ties, which bound Westmoreland on ibe 
north, are sure to vote themselves dry. 
Westmoreland thus reflects Hie complex- 
ions of her neighbors. 

There are eight distilleries and brew- 
eries in Westmoreland. Ihe largest of 
these lying along tbe Monongahela aie 
Moore & Smith’s and Dillinger and Son. 
The 20 odd liquor licenses granted in the 
county iu 1888, including distilleries, 
brought a revenue to the treasury ot 
$1,715, while the revenue in 1887 Irom 
licenses was $2,350. The prohibition vote 
for St. John in 1884 was 307, and lor 
Fisk iu 1888 it was 445. Tlie Coiistitu 
tional Amendment Association also has 
a branch at Oreensburg. 

Among the prominent residents of the 
county interviewed on tlie subject was 
Hon, Geo. F. Huff, the well known 
Greensburg banker and coal operator, 
who recently represented Westmureland 
as a Republican member of the Stale 
Senate, ills opinion is: “1 regard tbe 
contest in Westmoreland as close be- 
cause we have a greal many people here 
who think the Brooks law a splendid 
tiling. I, myself, aui in favor of carrying 
out party pledges, aud will therefore vote 
for the amendment. It will not be a 
partisan struggle in any sense of the 
word. People will not electioneer. They 
will quietly think and iheu vote. Tlie 
ouly campaign work will be carried on 
by tlie ultra temperance people.” 

Editor Armbrust, of the Oreensburg 
Independent, a labor organ, said : “ There 
will be more temperance votes among 
tlie laborers at Scottdale, Mt. Pleasant 
and the southern part ol the county than 
people look for. American workmen up 
here will profit by what the have seen 
among Hungarians, and hundreds of 
them will vote for the amendment. I 
rather think, however, the struggle in 
Westmoreland, as a whole, will be close.” 

An officer of the Lutrobe \V. C. T. U. 
thus expressed herself: “One thousand 
is a reasonable estimate of a majority 
for the amendment. We hope to do 
good work for the cause iu I-atrobe, 
Greensburg, Mt. Pleasant, Scottdale and 
along the railroads. Church influences 
will. I think, sufficiently counteract the 
labor element.”

A VANDERBILT GOBBLE 

MAKES THINGS LOOK VERY BLUE FOR 
THE SOUTH PENN. 

Pittsburg Holder® Change Their Mind# 
»nd*Sfll Out their Interest® to their 

New York Partner®. 

A dispatch from New York on Thure- 
day says: The destiny of the 8outh 
Penn Railroad has at last been settled. 
Probably few annoum ements could l»e 
made that would be more heartily wel- 
comed by railroad managers and invest- 
ors than the one the Sun is now in a po- 
sition to make regarding that disturbing 
enterprise. 

The indications aro that an agreement 
as to its disposition waB arrived at two 
months or so ago, when the New York 
Central and Pennsylvania railroads en- 
tered into a new traffic and rate allisnco 
soon after the Central’s open reduction 
in west-bound rates. Tlie Sun asserted 
at the time that some understanding as 
to what should be done with the South 
Pennsylvania scheme was tho basis of 
the new agreement. Events have proved 
the correctness of the information then 
obtained. 

The control of the scheme has been 
gradually drifting toward the Vander- 
bilts for some time. The death of Dr. 
Hostetter, of Pittsburg, helped the move- 
ment, which has since that event been 
gaining momentum, so that on Tuesday 
negotiations for the purchase by the 
Vanderbilts, of tlie Pittsburg interests in 
the concern wero successfully concluded. 

The Vanderbilts have all along been 
In a position to make or mar the enter- 
prise, but they had incurred in the be- 
ginning moral obligations to tlie other 
promoters that they couldn’t ignore. 
They haven't for a long time desired to 
see tho work ot construction resumed, 
and as the scheme has served this pur- 
pose they were willing to get rid of it. 

The price paid for the Pittsburg inter- 
est has not been made public; in fact the 
entire transaction lints been carefully 
guarded. While no authoritative infor- 
mation can he obtained on tlie subject, 
it is perfectly well understood that the 
Vanderbilts will in due time turn the 
whole outfit over to the Pennsylvania 
Railroad, as they agreed to do when tho 
groat West Shore dea! was made. Thero 
is only one way to look at the transac- 
tion, and that is as a most important step 
toward tho preservation of imrmony 
among the trunk linoB. 

The most important statement wae 
made by H. C. Frick, who is now pre- 
sumed to represent the Carnegie hold- 
ngs, in addition to his original shares. 
•He said: ‘T have sold all rav interests 
in the Soutn Penn and am no longer 

connected wilh it.” 
In confirmation of tho above dispatch 

E. M. Ferguson, of Pittsburg, said: 
“Messrs. Carnegie, Frick and Hostetter 
have just had aconferenee with the Van- 
derbilts, and the result is that the con- 
trolling interest in the famous South 
Penn Is now certainly held by tho Van- 
derbilts. It is true that about one week 
ago I had about fully made up my mind 
to sign the articles of agreement, one of 
the principal features of which was the 
rapid completion of the road; but at the 
eleventh hour a question developed 
which caused our intended action to be- 
come an utter impossibility. The rumor 

j to the effect that tlie franchise will im- 
mediately bo sold to tlie Pennsylvania 
Railroad is an absurdity, when the de- 
cision of the Pennsylvania supreme court 
is taken into consideration. I suppose 
the road, or contemplated route, will 
uow lio idle—only this and notliiug 
more.” 

Said a prominent Pittsburg broker: 
“This news is somewhat in tho nature 
of a surprise, when it is considered that 
only one short week ago, tlie urticles of 
agreement were signed by all tlie Pitts- 
burg stockholders, excepting Ferguson 
aud Frick, and they had announced their 
intention of putting their names to the 
document. They affirmed that the road 
would be pushed to completion at an 
early date. D, Herbert Hostetter was 
even more emphatic in his assertion that 
tlie road would be immediately comple- 
ted. My opinion is that young llostet- 
ter suddenly changed iiis mind and 
treated tlie Hostetter interest in the 
South Penn precisely as tie did his Ihtts- 
burg & Lake Erie interests. In other 
words, lie turned iiis shares invested in 
a long drawn out railroad scheme into 
cash, in order to give his undivided at- 
tention to the other immense business 
demands of his father's estate. 

“The end of the South Penn affair is, 
however, not yot. Vanderbilt cannot 
sell to the Pennsylvania Railroad. His 
scheme is undoubtedly to let the partly 
ompleted road lie in a comatose state 

under tho supposition that the scheme 
will soon be forgotten. There is one 
element in the case, however, which will 
not be easily downed —the farmers aud 
ither property owners, who have not 
only given the rights of way, but many 
if whom have had their lands torn up 
and mutilaled under the express stipu- 
lation that tho South Penn road would 
ertainly bo built. They will not rest 

easy under this move, and will, no doubt, 
be vigorously heard from in tlie near fu- 
ture. No one cau determine the result 
if thoir endeavors, and it It may also be 

questioned as to whether the Vanderbilta 
will not conclude to build tho road, re- 
membering now their complete control 
of the Pittsburg & Lake Erie railroad.” 

Tlie story of the salo of the South 
Penu to the Vanderbilts attracted wide 
attention and was generally believed. 
Among the leading brokers the opinion 
prevailed that the South Penn lmd pass- 
ed into the hands of tho Vanderbilts, 
and that an amicable arrangement with 
the Pennsylvania which would materi- 
ally alter the trunk-line situation would 
be made. President Roberts declined 
to confirm or deny tho report. Tito 
story was tho principal topic of conver- 
sation in railroad circles. A prominent 
official of tho Pennsylvania road said that 
while ho had received no definite infor- 
mation on tlie subject he did not hesitate 
to say that he believed tlie report to be 
correct. The hearing in the South fng 
road suit, which was to have been hold 
in Philadelphia, Thursday, has been 
postponed.

First, 

there is an injunction forbidding jusi 

such sale, now pending in the Supreme 

Court of this State, and, more than likely 

the decision will stop the transfer. But, 

supposing that it would grant the Penn- 

sylvania the right to hold the South 

Penn, how long would it be until other 

capitalists would take up and complete 

the latter? Not a day later than that on 

which tlie present company’s South 

Penn charter rights shall have expired. 

For, if it pays the Pennsylvania Railroad 

Company to spend millions to prevent 

the building of the South Penn, it will 

well repay another to build it. 

Remember this prediction. 

SOME ENGLISH FIGURES. 

Trade reports for England show that 

her imports for the past year have in- 

eased about if 120,000,000 and her ex- 

ports $X7.000,000 oyer those of 1SS7. But 

the two items of these statistics lor the 

year of most interest to tlie United States 

are those relating to wheat imports and 
to exports to South America. In the 

first item tlie United States suffer in com- 

parison with tlie previous year, tlie value 

of the wheat imports from tills country 

in 1SS7 being nearly $00,000,000, ibid less 

than $.10,000,000 in 1888. 

Russia profited by our loss in this re- 

spect, the English imports of Russian 

wheat rising from less than $10,000,000 

in 1.HS7 to nearly $10,000,000 in 18SS. A 

liberal slice of tlie $37,000,000 gain In 

British exports for the year is accounted 

for in the increased exports to (south 

America, where our own already small 

export trade showed a decline. 

The shrinkage in wheat exports to 

Great Britain was partly due to the 

Hutchinson wheat corner, which forced 

prices above tlie exporting point and left 

Russia without a competitor in tlie Eng 

lisli market. The. increased advantage 

which England gained over the United 

States in the South American trade was 

due almost entirely to tlie continued tie 

eline ot our shipping interests. These 

are hindrances to tlie advancement of 

this country’s prosperity that could he 

removed were they given but half the 

attention, which our law-givers are wont 

to devote to self or party interests.

12!),521. Two years ago Commissioner 
Wright predicted the high water mark 
had been reached and tlie correctness ot 
his belief is shown by the strike statistic, 
which give the number ns 05!), involving 
but a little over 200,000 men, making the 
total number for the eight years 5,100. 

In commenting oil these liguies tlie 
Philadelphia Timet enys: “Did these 
5,400 Btrikcs in eight years, involving 
more than 1,800,000 employes, pay any 
li ,dy ?

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THE STORY OF IRON. 

INDIA THE FIRST COUNTRY TO UTIL- 

IZE THIS GIFT OF NATURE, 

Primitive Morte or Smelllnn— Mineral 
Coni Card In tile IHnnubelnre of 

Iron M Rnrly ns 1619. 

Undoubtedly iron in one of the tfiOBt 
Important agents In man’s civilization, 
It is also one of the most widely distrib- 
uted of metals. It is never found in a 
pure state save in meteorites, and In Its 
common form of ore it is only separable 
from its impurities by the application of 
n high degree of heat—so high, indeed, 
ns to be obtainable only by some artifi- 
cial blast. Save bronze only, it is the 
oldest of metals In use, ami, being so 
widely distributed, so universally known, 
it would probably have been first used 
but for the difficulties incident to its sep- 
aration from the impurities of the ore. 

At what time iron was first made, we 
are unable to discover, though it was 
certainly first produced in India. From 
Egyptian monuments we learn that it 
was in use in Egypt certainly as much 
as 4,000 years ago. The industry is very 
ancient In the South and West of Eng- 
land where the traces of the old Homan 
period are found in the ashes of their 
works. 

The primitive mode of smelting in 
Asia and India was very crude, consist- 
ing simply of a hole dug in a bank, or 
mass of clay, with a small opening at the 
bottom for the Introduction of a weak 
blast, which was made with a goatskin 
bellows. The hole was partially filled 
with charcoal and “iron sand” (oxide of 
iron of 72 per cent, purity being re 
quired) placed on top. By this means 
sufficient heat could be made to reduce 
the mass—the oxygen oeing consumed 
and leaving the iron to sink to the bot- 
tom of the pit. Of course the iron con- 
tained a considerable amount of impuri- 
ties, yet it was tolerably clear. By re 
newing the charcoal and sand alternate- 
ly from 5 to 200 pounds could be made, 
depending on the length of the blast. 

A CIIUDE PROCESS. 

Iron ore could not be used successfully 
in this process because lime to a constd 
crable quantity must be introduced that 
the refuse may be made fusible, though 
in rich ores but a small amount Is re- 
quired. The iron was removed from the 
pit while still hot and hammered, and 
then reheated and hammered again until 
most of the cinder was removed and tol- 
erably good Iron obtained. This rcliain- 
mering in later times being usually done 
by water power, tended to locate the in- 
dustry where such power was obtainable. 

This crude and simple process was 
practiced by barbarous and civilized na- 
tions alike down to the eighteenth cen- 
tury, though of course with some im- 
provements in the Instruments. In the 
mountains of Spain as early as 1293, a 
cylindrical hearth about 11 Inches deep 
was introduced into the bottom of the 
“furnace,” which gave a considerable 
increase in the productive power—mak- 
ing about 140 pounds in five hours. Yet 
the principle was the same and charcoal 
the only fuel. To this day very large 
amounts of iron are made by this primi- 
tive method in Sweden and the United 
States, and it is the sole process among 
the less civilized peoples. In the United 
States about 70,000 tons arc so produced 
annually from the rich sands of the 
western shore of Lake Champlain, and 
large quantities are made in New Jersey, 
Pennsylvania and Tennessee—compris- 
ing in 1882 about one-ninth of our pro 
duction. The charcoal iron being mal- 
leable Is especially valuable for many 
purposes, producing most excellent steel. 
Even among bargarous nations travelers 
are frequently impressed with the cxcel- 
lent quality of their iron and steel. In 
“Middle Ages” Damascus steel was fa 
mous throughout the world, and the fa 
mous Swedish iron is almost entirely 
made from charcoal. But the process is 
rapidly dying out from natural causes. 
It is attended with enormous consump- 
tion of wood and soon exhausts the for- 
ests. As much as 300 years ago, in 
Elizabeth’s time (1574) the English Par- 
liament, alarmed at the destruction of the 
forests, forbade the establishment of new 
Iron works within a certain distance of 
London and the Kiver Thames, and 
about 100 years later some British crown 
works in the southwest of England were 
closed up to save the wood for naval 
purposes. Before the eighteenth centu- 
ry the English manufacture seemed to 
be dying out, and had ceased altogether 
in many localities. In 1730 the total 
production reached but 17,000 tons, about 
the same as the present State of Connec- 
ticut. In Wales tlie present great fields 
seemed to be getting useless. In 1750 
this brought forth an act of Parliament 
admitting American colonial iron free of 
duty. The whole feature of the progress 
of that day was that the industry waB 
pushing ahead into the uncivilized wil- 
derness. Under such a state of affairs 
the present modem manufacture was 
clearly impossible. 

THE ADVENT OF COAL. 

Down to this time coal had been used 
for domestic purposes, and to some ex- 
tent by smiths. It had been used prob- 
ably as early as the ninth century, and 
certainly not later than the twelfth, 
though not to any great extent. It was 
probably thought to be unhealthy, for 
with such resources it is hard to account 
for its limited use on any other supposi 
tion. It seems reasonably certain that 
as early as 1619 one named Dud Dudley 
smelted iron by the use of mineral coal. 
He carried on the industry successfully 
for several years, making iron at a 
greatly reduced cost and of good quality. 
He was much persecuted by rival manu- 
facturers, who excited the popular prej 
udice against him. His mill was much 
damaged by a flood, and was eventually 
destroyed by a mob in 1640. Overcome 
by continuous misfortune, he eventually 
succumbed and died a pauper, carrying 

his secret with him to the grave. Though 
numerous experiments were tried, the 
next that gave promise of success was 
that of Abraham Darby, who first sub- 
mitted the coal to the process wood un- 
dergoes in being converted into charcoal 
—making a sort of coke. Iu 1757 coke 
was first successfu ly applied to 0*00. 
Then in Cheshire It was discovered that 
coal could lie used. The manufacture at 
once began to grow, but It still seemed 
thar people had no idea of the possibili- 
ties of the industry. As late as 1775 a 
district in the mountains of Wales of the 
finest coal and iron lands, eight miles 
long ami five miles wide, from which 
many great fortunes have since been 
made, and which Is now one irf the great 

As of the modern maoufacturafc was 

and neither pnrty at the time realized 
the good bargain the lessee had made. 

In the early stages of the manufacture 
the use of coal communicated many im- 
purities to the Iron—it was much inferior 
to charcoal Iron. But the process of 
converting pig Iron Into bar Iron was 
soon discovered. In this operation the 
Iron la brought in contact with the flame 
only, The effect of these discoveries 
was wonderful. From 17,000 tons In 
1740 the production rose iu 178810 00,000 
tons* In 1790 it was 125,000; In 1806 It 
was 250,000, and In 1882 if was 8,400,000 
tons, an inconceivable and a five hun- 
dred fold increase In less than a century 
and a half. 

WATT’S IMPROVEMENTS. 

OI course this shows the effect) of more 
than the improvement mentioned; but 
these and the application of steam power 
to the industry lie at the root. Watt 
made improvements that increased the 
blast by steam power—which of course 
Increased the smelting powers of a fur- 
nace. Ills improvements wcrefeltabout 
the period 1788-1790. Up to this time 
the Increase In the manufacture had been 
large. But from this time on, to draw a 
comparison, the Increase was in a geo- 
metrical as distinguished from an arith- 
metical ratio. 

It had long been noticed that better 
Iron was made In whiter than insnminer. 
from which fact It was reasoned that an 
artificially cold blast was the best. But 
a shrewd Scotchman named Neilson 
thought differently. He reasoned that a 
hot blast would save immensely in the 
fuel required. But it was only after the 
most discouraging efforts that he found 
one willing to change his furnace to try 
an experiment so contrary to accepted 
belief. Neilson eventually took out a 
patent in 1828. The success was great, 
the result being the immediate saving of 
from ono-thlrd to one-half the fuel re- 
quired in smelting. The improvement 
gave Scotch iron an immense Impetus, 
but It was soon adopted In England and 
the United States. 

Down to the middle of the eighteenth 
century cast iron was unused; but with 
the introduction of mineral coal It be 
came a great feature in the manufacture. 
Its production naturally involved the 
making and handling of great castings, 
which in turn reacted on the manufac 
tnre and stimulated Inventions for hand 
ling great masses of Iron, steam power 
being the great agent. 

The history of the industry in the 
United States is equally wonderful. In 
1838 the first furnace was built in East- 
ern Pennsylvania. It was 21 feet high 
and made two tons of iron per day. The 
furnaces now aro from 00 to 70 feet high 
and produce from 120 to 140 tons per day. 
In 1882 the world’s production was 20, 
000,000 tons, of which Great Britain pro 
dueed 8,400,000 tons, and the United 
States 4,200,000.

Agents bad flooded thescboola 
of the city with circulars giving the 
names of successful ticker holders in a 
certain lottery, nnd many of the scholars 
were induceb to buy. 

TttcitSDAV.—l’rohibition in Pennsyl- 
vania advanced another stage yesterday 
The Senate, by a party.vote, passed the 
resolution submitting the Constitutional 
amendment to tlie people. .Senator Boss 
opposed the resolution in a strong speech, 
and snid It was a caucus measure. Sen- 
ator Cooper made a characteristic reply, 
in which lie claimed the Democratic 
party was Beeking to avoid responsibility 
for tlie measure. Two Republican Sena- 
tors voted tor the resolution. The other 
Democratic members refused to vote.— 
The cowardly assassination of Hon. John 
M. Clayton, of Arkansas, and and a con 
testant for the ('ongressional seat of C.R. 
Areckimhlgo, is exciting great interest, 
both in ilia nrtivo state nnd at Washing 
ton. The reports are somewhat contra- 
dictory, some claiming that the crime 
was prompted by polities, and others 
denying it. So far there is no due to the 
perpetrators of the deed- 

KniDAY.—Senators Reagan and Frye 
agreed fully yesterday that the situation 
m Samoa is serious enougti to warrant 
ail that lias been said of it, and more. 
During the debate in the Senate a dis- 
patch was received nnd read, stating that 
the Hermans had taken control of the 
Apian police force, and were searching 
all vessels arriving at that port. The 
amendment pending and the diplomatic 
and consular bill were at once passed. 
Secretary Whitney lias ordered the 
Charleston lilted out at once for active 
servico. Consul Sewell tears a conflict 
has already taken place between Germans 
and Americans. Altogether the Samoan 
situation ie apparently very critical.— 
Hon. I. G. Gordon, the recontly retired 
Chief Justico of the Supremo Court of 
Pennsylvania, although he Is himself in 
favor of the issue, questions whether 
local option would not bo more suitable 
for tiiis state than absolute prohibition.

During the past week 
the public has bought and slocks have 
advanced on the average $1.11 per share- 
The causes of improvement are: First’ 
the general assent of railroads to the 
iuter-.State agreement: second, the 
closing of (lie South Pennsylvania con- 
troversy; nnd, third, investment demand 
for bonds and the better class of stocks. 

SUNDAY.—Dr. B B. Maharneke, bos 
pital steward of Riverside Penitentiary, 
u gentleman already more or less famous 
for his exploits, is charged with aiding 
notod prisoners to escape. In this con- 
nection, and before an official meeting of 
the Board of Inspectors of the prison, 
witnesses also swore that Maharneke 
had accepted $2(15 for engineering this 
job alone. He is also charged with gen- 
eral corruption in office «nd extreme 
cruelty to prisoners in the hospital. It 
is in evidence that lie gagged Insane 
prisoners with cotton to prevent cries 
when the galvanic battery was applied 
to tbem. All this and more came out 
at an investigation whose first session 
terminatied at 2 o’clock yesterday morn- 
ing.
